As I pointed out to you,in a copy of a detter from Chief Mathew Beéver very
few complaints about the school have been heard of by the Band Council, and
those dealt with "bullies" fighting on the school grounds, Therefores I
believe it should be recorded that there are Yery few complaints from the
Indian community at Grassy Narrows about school administration, and no
complaints whatsoever about my teaching have been mentioned.

There seems to be some confusion arising from the directive that was issued
from this office on the above subject on September 2, 1969. Some clarification
and amplification follow :

a) The counsellor is not a school inspector or surrogate of the school
superintendent. '
f
b) He has no authority over the organization or administration of the
school,

c) His manner of functioning is at the discretion of the school principal
to whom he reports first at each and every visit to a school.

The original directive designates the counsellor as a resource person.
Principals and teachers may ask for advice on such *things as:

a) Unit scheduling of their teaching program to suit a non-graded system.

b) The relevancy of their approach and scheduling to the background and
the future of the Indian children,

c) The implementation of the pertinent suggestions in the Guidance Manual
and Handbock for Indian Schools.

d) Problems of discipline and attendance.
e) Liaison with the District Education Office or the Agency Office.

f) Planning that will bring the parents into an active participation
in the functioning of the school.

g) The preparation of pupils who will be leaving the Reserve school to
go on to further education or to enter a Student Residence.

h) Iiaison between those pupils mentioned above and their parents and
former teacher or school principal,

i) Such other advice as the school principal or teacher may request,

The Chief and Band Council of Grassy Narrows and Mr. John Murray, the
principal, met at the school on November 19, 1969. Mr. Murray asked them
for any suggestions or complaints they had about the school at Grassy
Narrows.

The following suggestions were approved by the Band Council. The Band
Council and Mr. Murray would like your action on these points:

1) Some children are having difficulty in attending school regularly
because of the distance involved. The Indian Affairs Department should
provide transportation for them. An Indian on the reserve should be

hired to do this, and he should be given a reasonable wage. Also, the
Indian Affairs Department should pay the insurance costs for whoever does the
jobe Adequate transportation is provided for Indian children from the resi-
dences in town to school; the same should apply on the reserves.

2) An Indian from the reserve should be hired as a truant officer to assist
with attendance. Indian Affairs should provide himwith a fair wage also.

3) Indian Affairs should see to it that if a foster home is provided for
a child on the reserve so that he or she can attend school here, the people
who care for the child should be paid as much as the people in Kenora are paid.

L) Any complaints:about the school should be channelled through the Band
Council. ,

5) Monthly meetings are to be held between the Band Council and a staff
representative of the school.

6) The only complaints about the school heard by anyone on the Council
were made by a couple of people to the Chief about bullies fighting on the
school grounds. The suggestion was made to Mr. Murray that the children
be disciplined for this by detentions and notes to parents. Mr. Murray
agreed to follow these suggestions.

Four other students entered grade two this September with no marks at all.
Three of these I judge to be generally farther behind than the eight which I
mention above. .

My present grade three class armived’ at school this September in an equivalente
ly backward state. I was able to riace only three of these students in the
primer, rather than in the pre-primer reading group.

, I would place
most o e blame on whoreyver or whatever was responsible for the high turnover
of teachers here last year. We have been told that ome class had as many as
four teachers, another as many as three last year due to transfers and resigna-
tions of teachers in mid-contract, as well as the switching around of classes,
between two of the teachers. Srall wonder that the students are behinde

I am using a variety of approaches including experience charts, word cards,
basal readers and workbooks, and have begun using the Dr. Suess books as
suggested by Mr. Connor. Given a reasonably normal classroom situation, I
am sure that all of the boys and girls will gain considerably; severa 1 of
the students have made remarkable progress already this year.

What neither you nor Mr. Connor mention is the quality of the work produced
by the students in nmy classe I have given my students a fair amount of
freedom and they have come pp with some very Bood work in art and creative
writing.

something demanding punishment of the_student (or teacher). I will admit
that one girl was drumming on her desk«< I also admit that I did not
"punish" this girl. The girl shouldn!t have been in school that day, but she
really wanted to attend. She has been forced to sgay home frequently for
baby-sitting. At the time, she was suffering from a sevére toothache for
which the nurse, Mrs. Hall, later had to send her into Kenora in a taxicab.
She has many, many problems which ‘would only be worsened by disciplinary
action (her mother was later sent to the hospital for poifoning herself);
therefore only an idiot would punish her rather than humouring her ( if you
would punich her, please put your admission in writing).

been virtually no complaints, outside of those directed against
for her absences and her rummage sale.

At Grassy Narrows last year most of the marks were
left off the record cards as well as the attendance. Also some record cards
Were missing altogether. We found at Shoal Lake in September, 1968, that there
were also many record cards and registration cards missing. A memo of yours
of last year indicates that Indian students are being shunted into the
terminal programs because of lack of records. -

Dear Mr. Rodine:

I am enclosing copies of a recent letter from Mr. P. C. Clarkin to me,
and my reply.

There is an extremely high turnover of teachers in Mr. Clarkin's district.
My wife and I are the only teachers on reserves that I know of to have
stayed on in Mr. Clarkin's district since September, 1968.

Although Mr. Clarkin
seems to be suggesting that poor attendance is something peculiar to our
school at Grassy Narrows this year, we could present a great deal of
evidence to the contrary. Last year when we were teaching at Shoal Lake,
approximately fifty percent of the students from Shoal Lake who were
attending Cecilia Jeffrey Residence School in Jaffray-Mellick dropped
out and returned to school on the reserve.

I might add that most of these students ran away from the school, rather
than being tak ir parents. In June, 1967, his last month at
Shoal Lake, student attendance was §ixty percent.
From everything we've heard the attendance at CGrassy Narrows has been

bad for years. Mr. Clarkin himself admits that only a tiny proportion
of students in his district are attending high school.

Since this problem has obtained for years, while numerous teachers have
come and gone, perhaps Mr. Clarkin and his overly large number of assis=
tants in the education office should ask themselves what they are doing
to improve the education of Indians in this district.

in calling back students from break because Mr. Connor was in conference
with a teacher, but this is no regular occurrance, and happened after your
meeting.

I would also like to know why an Indian teacher aide has not been allocated
to this school to help the kindergarten teacher overcome the children's |
language difficulties.

Furthermore, would you please tell me why you told me over the phone in
September that there no substitutes available at Grassy Narrows. We
also inquired of Mr. Robert Kejick if there were substitutes available,

of the people available. We previously inquired of s
to her doing substitute work and she said she didn't do any. OShe is

I would most particularly like to know why it is that when you came out to

week), you never mentioned the availability of substitutes or suggested that

we could try to get one, Last year at Shoal Lake you also never suggested
that we get substitutes.

I might add that the first I heard of the hiring of substitutes by Indian
Affairs was when you told _ast week that she could have November
10th off so that she wouldn't have too hard a trip to see her doctor in
Winnipeg on November 11th.

While we are discussing attendance, I would like to ask what has happened to
the people who were supposed to be helping us better our attendance. I see
no results from your office of any action being taken on any of the cases
that we have reported of truancy and parental neglect.

ook some action at first, but there seems to have been no
followthrough. He did not report to the school at all during his last
scheduled visit.,

— whom you déTegated from your office to contact the parents of
truant children, never came to the school at all for the first seven weeks.

We have a memo from you saying that he would be out every two weeks.

Anyway, when JEJEEEMcic arrive, and I suggested some parents of truants for
him to contact, he said that he was not going to visit any of the people's
houses. | on the two occasions when he did visit our school, spent the
entire time loitering in the school lobby, when he wasn't eating. -

I might suggest that instead of jumping at every chance to criticize the
staff at Grassy Narrows, you take some measures to improve communications,
such as letting us know at what hours we can expect to find you or your
office staff available. Perhaps you could also take the trouble of
scheduling some regular meetings with your teaching staff rather than
clandestine meetings about them.

Personally, we feel that the attendance difficulty has much to do with the
inordinately high turnover of teaching staff at Grassy Narrows last year.
We have heard that one class alone had three different teachers and a
substitute in the interim periods. Perhaps if you attempted to maintain
better public relations with the teaching staff, this turnover and the
ensuing problems of poor attendance and lack of student progress will have
some chance of being ameliorated. That lack of progress made by students
in previous years is glaringly obvious to any attentive visitor.

In the gathering up of records
from the former Boards, it appears that this document<is no
longer in the possession of the Dryden Board of Education.
Would it be possible to have this commitment reaffirmed?

The addition which we are proposing, includes complete
facilities to implement the two, four and five year projects
in Business and Commerce and Science, Technology and Trades.
The special subject areas such as shops, labs and commercial
rooms will have equipment that will provide experience and
training for all students whether in the two, four or five
Yyear program, and make it possible for students to move from
one program to another.

The plans have been presented to Mr. Steele in the
Lakehead and received his support. We realize that this
composite shop, lab and commercial room approach is new but
we feel that it is necessary to provide a diversified program
for as many students as possible in the Sioux Lookout area.
When completed, this addition will bring the capacity of the
school up to 720 students.

Islington School

On June 12, I joined Mr. Greyeyes and Mr. Clarkin on a vieit to the Whitedog
Reserve. While there we visited the four teachers in their classrooms,
taking time to confer with them, inspected the school bulldings, met with
the chief, the band administrator, counsellor and the school caretaker and
toured the reserve.

OBSERVATIONS
Teaching Staff

The first classroom visited had five pupile in attendance who were unoccupied
and disorderly at the time of our visit, Thie classroom had no timetable,

no day plan book, very little pupil work and practically no work books., It
was quite impossible to ascertain the subgect content covered during the
school year. The teacher tried to explain his method of teaching as purely
"verbal,"

In the next classroom the attendance was approximately 15. $he traditional
method of instruction was in progress, the classroom was reasonably attractive
and the teacher performance could be oonsidered fair.

The attendance in the third classroom was 11 children and the method of
teaching appeared traditional. Although this waes a very sub-standard
classroom, it was most untidy and gave an indication of lack of discipline.
The performance in this classroom could also be rated as only fair.

The fourth classroom was very tidy, orderly, attractive, with active pupil
participation. Twelve children were in attendance.

Less than one half of the enrolled children were in attendance on the
oocassion of our visit. As we drove through the reserve, children were
observed, either playing near thelr house or running from view of our car.

The principal stated she had visited homes the previous day requesting that the
parents send their children to school. According to the principel many and
varied excuses are given for the children not being in school., Some of these
were:

- baby sitting

« helping at home

« vwas hit by other children while proceeding to achool
- slept in

- sick _
« didn{t like school %‘

School Premises

The two classrooms in the main bullding can be considered as satisfactory,
however, the building itself did not provide adequate services. There is
insufficient washroom and storage space and no teacher!s room or ¢linic.
Both of these classrooms required interior decorating and one required

The former school which consisted of one classroom was most unsatisfactory.
This building required interior decorating and fire proofing between the
heaters and the classroom wall. The fourth classroom was operated in the
kommunity hall and was most unsatisfactory. The following improvements
were recorded for carrying out this sumer.

« new chalk boards across the front and sides

~ new desks

«~ weather proofing of fire door

« coat hooks

- removation of main entrance: new door and frame
and an outside porch

- removal of umised heater

« cleaning out storage room
- installation of book shelves adegquate for
the library

~ interior decorating.

Band Council Meeting

At the meeting with the representatives of the band council, the future

8chool Constyuction Program, teaching staff charges and current school
problems were discussed. The Chief reported his concern for the poor school
attendanse and the vandaliem that was going on in the community. He attributed
these conditions mainly to the teaching staff, in that the classrooms did not
offer interesting programs and the children were not given suffichent work to
keep them occupled. He stuted that many of the parents were contimually
complaining that their children did not want to go to school as ther was
nothing to do.

CONCLUSION

In general, it was concluded that the principal was unable to provide the

firm control and leadership required for this community. In general the
classroom performance was unsatisfactory. There appeared to be an indifference
on the part of the teachers to provide an interesting and dynamic program.

It appeared that they were just trying to get by. In the one classroom in
particular, it was difficult to find one resson why any child would want to
go to school.

From a general observation, it would appear the poor attendance can be
attributed to:

1) uninteresting classroom programs;

2) lack of firm hand on the part of the principal in dealing with both
children and parents and disinteresteon the part of the teachers in
endeavouring to maintain good attendance;

3) 4indifference on the part of the parents;

4) Bubestandard bulldings and equipment.

PROPOSAL

1) There will be a complete change of staff for next year. A well qualified
and experienced principal has been appointed along with three well qualified
teachers.

Mr. Clarkin plans to hold an induction course with these staff members
prior to commencement of school, advising them of the conditions with which
theynmay be confronted, ,and making suggestions on how to meet them.

2) A local attendance officer will be appointed this summer to take up
duties effective school opening this fall. Mr. Clarkin has appointed
one of his counsellors to be responsible for this commnity. This counsellor
will work closely with the attendance officer in advising the parente
of their responsibility to see that their children attend school regularly
and of the penalties that will result bHf they fail to do so. It is planned
that disciplinary action in keeping with regulations will be taken with the
parents who fail to co-operate wlth the principal in keeping thwir children
in school.

3) If an bnteresting challenging school program and the support of a counsellor
and attendance officer do not improve the attendance and stop vandalienm,
it is planned that consideration will be given to the appointment of & local
reserve constabls.

4) 1If the parents commence this fall to realize their children must attend
school regularly, an effort will be made to interest them in the organ-
ization of a school committee to develop & closer link between the school
and the parents,

5) The principal and teaching staff will be encouraged to hold more school
events which will involve the parents and encourage them to frequesmt the
school. In this respect, the Chief commented that during the last few
years no school programe were conducted which involved the parents and
meambers of the commurdty.
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6) Improved classrooms and school equippent.

7) More frequeat eﬁ’é’x{é;(by District School Superintendent to the school

Attached is a copy of a report written by Mr, S, Bailey following his
visit at thitedog as well as the written efforts of Miss Foster to
create interest on the part of the parents in school attendance.

I am geriously concerned about the prevailing attendance record st
Islington and while I know that considerable fault has been ascribed
to the poor building conditions, we are aware that this source is
scheduled for correction by new construction in 1970-71.

There is mention of & seeming state of complete indifference on the

part of the parents amd I am reluctant to believe that this state can

exist without our overall program and motivating devices having considerable
bearing. It seems clear to me that the parents and the commnity generally
needs help. I would like to urge, even for the balance of the month of

June, the appointment of an atterdance counsellor, preferably a respected
member of the thitedog community but not necessarily from that commmmdty.

This could be a forerumer to s continuous service in the now school term

and commeneing perhaps in the latter part of August with the view to encouraging
& return to school. Further, I have been in contact with a menber of

the Institute for Studies who has been doing some research in one Indian
community, adiittedly not as isolated as thitedog, but it is possible he

could have determined some findings that may have a bearing on a solution to that
commnity's problem. In any event, I am prepared to arrange for his services
on a two waek or a month pericd if it is felt by the commmnity that such

assistance would be helpful.

May I have a full report from you as to the monthly attendance at Whitedog
to date this school year (1968-69) and for the previous school year (1967-8),
together with your general comments on how you feel the comnmunity can be
assisted with ah attendante problem they now recognicge.

‘T also want to confirm in this letter that Mr. Shaw will arrange to visit your
agency through the week of June 9 and will be confirming details with you

by telephons.

During the Treaty trip in the Kenora Agency I was able to visit the Islington
Band on the whitedog Reserve, It was particularly noticeable to me that the
physical conditions of the reserve have improved over the past two years since
I was there last., The road that was hardly usable on my last visit is now
good. Many more houses have been built. At one end of the community they are
spaced fairly close together on both sides of the road - a sub-division
suitable for the installation of a sewer and water system. At the other end
of the reserve, the Indian families preferred to have their homes more widely
separated, even though this would make it impossible for these services to be
~installed.

At the mid-point of this two-mile long community is the school and Council

Hall, There are four classrooms - two in the school building proper, one in

a nearby log building and the Council Hall (another log building) is used

for the senior class. Outside privies are used. Over 100 children are en-

rolled. According to the teachers, the attendance in all classes is deplorable -
reportedly between 30% and 50%. Your attention is directed to the attached o
letter sent recently to all the parents. |

There were many reasons given by the teachers and by the Chief and Council

members for the peoor attendance. One of the main reasons given is the

attitude of complete indifference on the part of the parents as to vhether

or not their children go to school. Meetings have been called, but only two

or three would attend. This has been most frustrating to the teachers,

Anocther reason given is the poor school set~up which "does not lend itself i
to modern teaching standards". There is no recreation hall or gymnasium in

the school and the lack of this type of facility for this isolated community,

with so many children and young people, was repeatedly deplored.

The teachers have tried to improve attendance but have been unsuccessful.
However, no recommendations have been made, I was told, to have Family
Allowance payments discontinued for lack of proper school attendance. HNr.
Clarkin states that F.A. was discontinued for some last September and
QOctober, but that when it was reinstated, it was paid retrecactive to the
date it was discontinued. Accordingly, he said, when it is suggested that
F.A. may be discontinmued unless the children go to school regularly, there
is little concern about it. Family Allowances should be discontinued for
those families where the children are not attending regularly. Reinstate-
=~ ment would only be as from the date when school attendance is regular.

The Council has purchased a wvehicle and intends to pick up the little
children from each end of the reserve and bring them to school. This
should help. The Chief feels that a "Truant Officer" or a person who
could act in that capacity, should be placed on the reserve. This is

a function that might be undertaken by the Welfare Aide, given the con-
currence of the Superintendent. Certainly, a good deal of work needs

to be done with the families at Whitedog - preferably by a mature Indian
woman with training in Homemaking Services. It might be well to consider
arranging for her to have some professional supervision in her welfare
work - especially in her homemaking service - by the C.A.S. This is &
service that we might expect the C.A.S. to provide by the employment of
Indian Welfare Workers, but the local C.A.S. has not been given Toronto
authority to increase establishment,

The attitude of the people at Whitedog, and their drinking habits, cannot
- be expected to change quickly. However, continued effort working with
the families may have some effect - it should, at least, be tried.

Dear Mr. Rodine:

Next September, Beaver Brae Secondary School will be
implementing a course in Indian history and culture. This course
will be given at the grade 11 and 12 levels and about 75 students
have registered for the course. The majority of the students are
native students with a good complement of others. In order to set
up this course we feel that we are golng to need some assistance
from the Department of Indian Affairs and Northern Development,
in the way of books and personnel. Our initial estimates of book=
supplies is going to run to approximately $800.00. Since most of
these books are reference books, and not in the text book category,
they are not covered by the grant system. In terms of personnel,
we have obtained the services of two of our Indisn leaders in the
commnity - Mr. Colin Wasacase and Mr. Peter Seymour - but we need
to obtain some assistance from other Indian people and we would
like to take advantage of prominent Indian people in the Department
of Indian Affairs and Northern Development. I wonder if you could
advise us who would be avallable to assist in the teaching of the
course. I also wonder if it would be possible to obtain a grant
from Indian Affairs or a supply of books and material in order to
institute this course.

I am enclosing a copy of a letter I received from Mr.
G. K. Gooderham, who has indicated some assistance will be possible.
Also enclosed 1s an outline of the Indian history course. This
could be a guide line for you in terms of selecting personnel to
come to Kenora for certalin periods of time to assist in teaching
this course.

I am looking forward to your response.

Proposed Summer Programme on Reserves

I am enclosing a schem@ showing detail of a project that I would like to
initiate on some of the reserves during the coming summer vacation.’

Our inability to introduce kinderpartens on some of these reserves because
of unsuitable or inadequate accommodation and because of the small number
of births that could not justify the opening of such classes, poses the
problem of finding some other means of preparing the children for school.
The project is an attempt to meet this need.

Following is an elaboration on the points submitted in the enclosure:
1) the program would be for four and five-year olds.

2) a one-month session was thought advisable since this is a first venture
in this field.

3) recruitment will be done from our own teachers. If this is not possible ;7
. advertising in local papers should bring sufficient response. Our high
school population will provide sufficient assistants of Indian origin. .

8) our budget allows for $4900 for Teaching Assistants for the coming year.
The remaining $1LO0 that we would require could be diverted from our
estimates for teachers!' salaries. This year we expect our teacher vacancies
will be filled by those coming from the Teacher Colleges. Their salaries
are at the bottom of the scale and we would have some extra funds.

On January 8, 1969, on the Couchiching Reserve at the edge of Fort
Frances, we are holding the above mentioned work shop, to which we
have invited and have received acceptances from at least two people
on each reserve in the Fort Frances area. This is a fact finding
program to find out from the Indian people what programs they desire.
To give them some ideas, we have invited representatives from
Canada Manpower, Provincial Welfare, Children's Aid Society, some of
the larger employers in this area, as well as representatives of the
Ontario Provincial Police and the Alcoholic and Drug Addiction
Foundation. We have great hopes that this can be a very profitable
session since most of the Indian people coming are guite articulate
and are not afraid of expressing their opinions, even with other
people present.

Mr. Clarkin, Mr. Clyde, and Mr. Day of Kenora, along with Mr. Treftlin
and I of this office, with our Branch Superintendent, Mr. Gauthier, and
Assistant Superintendent, Mr. McMillan, will be very much interested

in what develops from this program.

I am attaching herewith a copy of our memorandum to Headquarters, replying |
to Mr. Isaac Mandanin's statement on his recent visit to Ottawa. |
We all agree that additional classrooms and other school facilities are

required for the children at Whitedog. We are prepared to include an

addition to the Islington School in our School Construction Programme.

However, before doing so, it is most essential that we investigate every
possibility for participating in a Joint Agreement Programme.

Now that a school committee has been formed at Whitedog, I would ask that
arrangements be made for a meeting with the Minaki Public School Board to
discuss the feasibility of enrolling the Indian children in this provincial
school, In Mr, Mandamin's presentation to Headquarters, he implied that the
Indian people looked favourable towards sending their children to the Minaki
Public School, In order that the Indian people may hear directly the
attitude of the School Board, a representative or two from the community

or the school committee should be present when you meet with the School
Board. It would also be advisable to have a local provincial schoel
inspector participating in this meeting.

In addition to the possibility of enrolling the children in the Minaki Public
School, we should receive a joint expression from the Indian people and
yourself regerding the possibility of bussing senior students to Kenora,

From Mr. Day's report we are pleased to note that the Agency staff is
conferring with the Indian people regarding their involvement in the
administration of the school under the Grants to Bands Policy., It is noted
that consideration is being given to involving the people in such
responsibilities as school caretakers! duties, maintenance of school
buildings and in any transportation programme that has developed. You are
requested to keep us informed of any new developments,

Regarding the transportation of children to the local school, the information
provided indicated that transportation is not required for the older students
as the maximum distance travelled by any of them is approximately one mile.
Nevertheless, you are reqguested to discuss with the school committee any
hardships encountered by the small children who are required to walk the
maximum distance to school during the weather months., You might find it
desirable to work out some arrangement for transportation of these small
children during the cold weather,

We are fully aware of the difficulties encountered with respect to:

1. the indifference of parents to the education of their
children;

2. the increase in the trend of broken homes;

3. the difficulty in obtaining and retaining competent
teachers;

L. pupil attendance,

Since, according to Mr. Mandamin, there is a desire on the part of the parents
to have their children at home rather than attending student residences, it
would appear desirable that a member of your staff and the Agency office meet
with the new school committee to determine what action can be taken to improve
home conditions in order that children attending student residences due to -
broken homes may return to their homes, and for pupil attendance at the local
school to be improved, thus resulting in an improved community which would
attract and hold our teachers.

It is requested that the matters of Joint Agreements and local pupil
transportation be attended to at earliest, preferably before Christmas, and
a report forwarded to this office. It is understandable that the matter of
improving home and community conditions will reguire more time, and thus

we would not expect that report before early in the new calendar yeer.

The attached report from our Kenora Education Office is in reply to your memorandum
of October 22 following Mr. Isasc Mandamints visit to your office:

We are in complete agreement that the school accommodation at Whitedog

is quite inadequate. We are presently preparing our 8c¢hool Construction
Program for 1970-71 to 1973-74 and will be including additional classrooms
and washroom facilities for this school.

Approximately three years ago, we had investigated the possibility of a
Joint school agreement with the Minaki Public School Board to accommodate
some of the Islington children., At that time, the thirty miles of road from
the reserve to Minaki was not in condition to permit regular bussing and

the parents were not in favour of such an arrangement, Although the

Minaki children from Grade 4 and up are now bussed to Kenora, since the

road between Islington and Minaki has been greatly improved, it would

appear advisable that we again confer with the Minaki Public School

Board to determine whether any form of amalgamation would be in the best
interests of both parties,

You will note that nearly all the children enrolled in the student residences
are so accommodated for reason of "home conditions". The provision of
adequate classrooms will not resclve this condition.

Now that the School Committee is established on the reserve, every
encouragement will be given to the local people to become involved in
the education of their children.

The improvement of the school plant will doubtless contribute to increasing
the continuity of service offered by teachers, Nevertheless, teachers

will continue to be discouraged until the parente show they have an

interest in the education of their children and thus offer more co-operation.

You will note that all children attending the local school are within
1.1 miles of the school.
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RECOMMENDED ACTION:

1. & 2. The possibllity of accommodating some grades in the Minaki Public
School system will be pursued. The outcome of these negotiations
will determine the extent of new construction which will be
scheduled for Islington Day school during the period 1970-71 to 1973-74.

3. 4. These three conditions are very closely inter-related and dependent

conditions being the significant factors affecting this commnity,
a concerted effort is required from the parents through the school
committee with assistance of agency and educational staff to:-

After some research into the matter of pockets of Indian and non~Indian children
not in attendance at school, I have arrived at the following.

There are four students presently at Malachi whose families migrate between Malachi
and the reserves periodically. This number fluctuates from time to time because
of other families doing the same so the fathers can cut pulp. The families of
these children will be approached re the possibility of enrolment in residential
school. There are, according to provincial autherities no non-Indian children in
Malachi.

Also there is one family of treaty Indians involving three children not attending
school living at Jones. There is reported to be no non-Indian children in the
Jones area either. Residential school enrolment will be considered for these
three children also.

Provincial authorities report that, to their knowledge, there are no children of
non-Indian status located in other areas for our consideration.

xcept for a handful of children whose families have not located, and for a number
of families who migrate constantly, the school enrolments for the children age
six to sixteen for 1967-68 are up-to-date for the Kenora-Fort Frances area.

at Ferland. Your immediate reaction to this possibility was.

the cost of construction which the number of registered Indian
children of school age bears to the total number of children of
school age at Ferland.

Representatives of the "Company of Young Canadians'
at Armstrong, Ontario have been active in the Armstrong-Nakina
division and have provided me with a "petition" signed by 18
parents of children resident at Ferland. It would appear that
probably 4O0-45 children of school age might provide a potential
enrolment for a school at that point. It also appears that
nearly all of these might be registered Indian children. If
this proves to be the case, I would appreciate your reaction to
the following questions:

1. If all but two or three of the children in question
prove to be registered, would your Branch be prepared
to underwrite a proportionate cost of the construction
of a two-room school?

2. Is there any possibility that you might be able to o
provide funds for this purpose during the year in which
the school is built?

Your responses to these questions will enable us to
plan for some sort of solution to the pressures which appear to
be building up with regard to the situation at this point.

to operate a Federal school for so few children, If the Council. - approves
the closing of the school you would then obtein a Band Resolution to this effect
It should also state the alternate use to which the school will be placed.
If on the other hand the council refuses a resolution closing the school,
Reglonal office should be informed in order that further direction may be
offerad.

This memorandum is a response to your memo of January 24, 1968, and telephone
call of February 1k, 1968, regarding developments at the above-named school.

On Thursday, February 15, 1968, I visited all homes with children on Whitefish
Bay Reserve in company with Mr, Alex Copenace, a councillor of the band and
delegated by Chief Frank White; also Mr, Cliff Firlotte, clerk at the Agency
Office. Mr. Firlotte was delegated by the Assistant Superintendent. The
Superintendent was absent on holidays.

The question I posed to the head of each household was:

Which school do you wish your children to attend - The Reserve School, Father

'~ Moss School, Sioux Narrows Public School?

In a few cases Mr. Copenace repeated the question in the Indian tongue.
Here is the result of the survey as it affects the school on the reserve:

Your January 5th memorandum dealing with Whitefish Bay has raised some
excellent points, which you can be assured we will take into full consideration
when considering an eventual plan here,

I understand from our recent telephone conversation on this topic in which
I made reference to a petition that Father Ferron had called me ons YyOU will
be looking into this matter further and reporting as developments take place.

I believe the whole crux of the success of a long~term plan for this
community lies in the people carefully examining alternates and finally
reaching a conclusion over a period of time, particularly so as the
sensitivity to their own nseds develops.

Your memorandum dealt with four specific requests of the Band and as I see
these requests, it is apparent that they are all requests for which existing
Branch provisions would apply. I would appreciate your recommendation as to
the kindergarten when your new establishment return is completed. The
continuance of Grade 1 through 4 at the school would, I should imagine, be
conditional upon the numbers of children in those grades. If the numbersin
Grade 1 to 3 for example were to grow beyond what two teachers could properly
handle, then perhaps it would be wise to have the Grade 4 group attend at
Sioux Narrows. So long as the numbers could be properly handled, I would think
no problem should be confronted here. Insofar as the bussing is concerned,

I would have you look into this matter, Of course, any recommendation would
need to be accompanied by a map with the location of families who may be beyond
walking distance from the school. Any relaxing of the regulations here would
depend upon the special circumstances prevailing and, of course, a ruling could
be granted on this only after a formal proposal could be studied,and in which
it could be determined that it would be beneficial to relax present regulations.

Please let me have your further reports as developments occur.

Reference is to your Memorandum of December 20, 1967, regarding the points arising
frem discussions with Father Ferron on the occasion of his visit to Regional office.

ﬁn my conversations with the Chief of Whitefish Bay, his Coungillors and most of
the people on the Reserve, I have detected some variance between what the native
people want and what others, allegedly working with them, seek to impose.

These people are most emphatic in their desure to retain the school on the Reserve,
They are not impressed by the aspect of joint schooling at Father Moss School where
the Indian population is approximately 100 as opposed to about 16 non-Indians.

They do appreciate that Father Moss School can offer the children at Grades 5 to 8
levels a better quality of education because the prcblems arising from multi-grade
classrooms di not exist. Also there are better physical facilities - a gymnasium,
cafeteria services, recreation programmes.

Here is what the people have asked for turough their Bgnd Council:
a) That a kindergarten be established on the Reserve
b) That Grades 1 - l; be retained in their school

c) That a bus be provided for those children who must walk a distance of more than
half a mile

d) That noon-~day lunches be provided.

I have discussed the matier cof kindergarten with the Provincial man who visits the
school. His suggestion i1s tc set up a kindergarten - Primary class. Such groups
function on a full-day basis as opposed to the half-day operation of the kindergarten.
Fourteen children is the expected registration.

Grades 1 to L would be a multiple class with about twenty-one pupils. The plan is
to introduce an ungraded system with these youngsters and to abolish the present
system of reporting except fcr statistical purposes.

The matter of busing is of real concern to the people. The school is removed from
the concentration of homes and there is an expanse of wide-open country and a hilly
road to navigate. In stormy weather anc with temperatures hovering in the -20 -

hO range considerable hardship results for five-to-ten-yeap olds. Busing regulations
demand that pupils may be transperted only if they live a mile or more from the schoole.
The question poses itself - could this be relaxed fcr those children? I would
appreciate ycur decision.

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t Band is willing to provide for half the cost of noon-day lunches. This is a
practice at present in vogue at the nearby Sabaskong Reserve. The involvement
of the parents is my main concern here and I can see no obstacle to the imple~
nentation of a noon-day lunch programme at Whitefish Bay. Another facet is
the bus operation. Providing lunches would eliminate two trips during the noon-
day recess.

In consideping Adult Zducation we are on rather perilous ground. The old training
scheme, labelled Programme 5, had some aspects that needed redemying. The new

Act has facets that do not meet the needs of the Indian people. As a result many
of them are disgruntled and feel victimized. Mr. Scharf, our two area Vocational
Guidance men and I, will have to do some careful planning before intriducing any
training programme among the Indian pecple. It will by no means be impossible,
but we must tread carefully and avoid any tinge of "do-goodism". These people are
becoming sensitive to their needs. For the first time I have seen evidence that
they are getting away from the dictum drilled into them, "the Government has to
give you what you want no matter what the cost".

Now they are claiming the right to "run their own school". They are not certain
Just wh&t that invclves. "But if we can get two good teachers to handle the
reserve scheool and to work with the parents in getting their participaticn - to
expend something of their own resources - I think, we will have achieved something
worth-while.

Whitefish Bay - Sioux Narrows Education By ;/ﬂ\%

In a recent visit at this office, Reverend Father Ferron reviewed
with the Regional Director and myself several aspects of the Whitefish
Bay area that we believe warrants your further debailed examination,

Father Ferron was optimistic that the parents of Whitefish Bay would give
their agreement to total integration of the school age pupils into Sioux
Narrows if they had some assurance that a pre-school and adult education

emphasis could be maintained. The Branch, of course, is dedicated to a policy
of schooling every possible school age youngster in conjunction with non-Indians

and consequently, we would ask that you carefully examine this possibility
without creating undue alarm among the parents and, of course, assuring the
teaching staff that every consideration to their transfer will be given.

It occurs to me that the present plant could serve both the pre-school
program and some adult service by imaginative examination of any number

of alternates. One alternate I would like you to give every consideration
to is as follows:

a) Primary or Pre-School Program - It is felt that the period mid-April
through May, June, July and August is a time when a good number
of keen university personnel would have been finished their year
of study and would be most anxious to obtain some kind of
employment to assure continuing their course the following
term. Vould this not possibly be an excellent opportunity
to launch pre-school emphasis with the view to having that
group admitted into regular school classes in September of
the same school term.,

b)  Adult Education = Past patterns have fairly well established that
the summer months do not lend themselves to a high interest
rate in adult education and, consequently, it would seem that
the period October through the winter to the first of April
is the optimum time for this kind of emphasis. The same plant
could therefore be adapted to serve both groups.
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I have suggested that Father Ferron discuss this matter with you and

Mr. Greyeyes, the agency superintendent, and I would ask that you and
Hr. Greyeyes examine this whole project in detail with a view to letting
me have a recommendation when you have had opportunity to examine every
aspect with local school officials, other parents, and the provincial
officials.

It would be ideal if a plan such as this could be introduced this July
with the end of the school term, however, this may not be feasible,

At this stage of the endeavours of Branch personnel to work with the Indian
people, we have two divisions of responsible agents at the field level --
the Indian Agency and the Education Officee

Integral parts of the Agency office are the specialized functions of
personnel engaged in community development and those engaged in job
placement of adultse ' '

In the Education division, allied specialized personnel are engaged in
providing academic and skills training for school drop~outs and adultse
Guidance and vocational counselling are parts of the process. dJob place=
ment of those completing skills training or graduating from schools is a
necessary and natural complement.

A narrow interpretation of the meaning of "education" would tend to

School with the children transferring to the Father Moss Separate School
for the remaining grades. The desire of the parents to allow their children

Mr. Law and Mr. Piper; National Employment Service - Mr. Viney; Community
Recreation; Industrial Training Branch - Mr. Reynard; Quetico Training

Centre - Mr. McIntosh; and Program 5 Co-ordinator at Kenora, Mr. Litt.

Three Chiefs and one former Chief were the only Indians in attendance.

Each Agency in turn gave a summary as to what it could contrlbute in the way
of Adult Education. However, the major portion of the discussion centred
around Program 5 in this area. Mr. Litt pointed out that the satellite
Program 5 program now being carried out at Sioux Narrows could also expand
onto the Reserves. If a barid vesolution. were forwarded to Mr. Litt, a paid
survey-taker could be*Put on the Reserve to ensure that there were sufficient
candidates to qualify for such a program. Mr. Litt said that Program 5 would
pay for the survey. He-saw the possibility of a number of satellite programs,
including Sioux Lookout, being administered from Beaver Brae at Kenora.
Kenora, for Program 5 purposes, has a 1arge area, as stated, including Sioux
Lookout,

Mr. Litt explained that as far as course content, Program 5 was very flexible,
and he believed that any worthwhile activity that the Indian people wanted to
pursue, as a training course, could be "sold" to the authorities.

The consensus of the meeting seemed to be that courses under Program 5 would
generate more enthusiasm and interest than less formal types, such as our
Grassy Narrows endeavour.

Eagle Lake Reserve and Fupils

The problem that faces the Catholic Indian pupils on the Eagle Lake
Reserve is whether they would prefer to travel 30 miles by bus (each
way) to the Dryden Separate School or to attend the Eagle River Public
School which is 10 miles from the reserve.

Secondly, there was talk of a Separate School being built at Vermillion
Bay but now that McIntosh has burned down, the Vermillion Bay Catholics
are wondering if they should bus their children to McIntosh and form

a Separate School there. It is 17 miles from Vermillion Bay to McIntosh.
However, if they do this, then the Catholic pupils from Eagle Lake
reserve would have to bus 10 miles, plus 15 to Vermillion Bay, plus 17
to McIntosh.

Thirdly, if the Catholic Indians elect to attend the Eagle River Public
School, then we may have to assist in a joint-school construction.

I mailed a resolution form to the chief and council recently hoping
they will come to some decision.

While making my first visit to Fort Frances Residential
School, I have the following information on the "Special
Class" which Father Carriere was approved by Mr. Davey
guring the summer.

‘The course of study is actually a repetition of grade 8
with the hepe of introducing some grade 9 material in the
second semester., It appears that the students who have
been coming from Seine River Day School and Lac La Croix
Day School have failed miserabley in grade 9 at the local
Fort Frances High School.

Hence rather than have the students from these isolated
areas discouraged completely it was felt that they should
attend the "Special Class"™ at Fort Frances for a year until
they were better trained.

However, I hope to upgrade the whole standard of these

isolated school areas this year and will thoroughly test
the pupils before they are promoted.
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The temporary classroom is in the basement of the Main
Building where the ventilation system is questionable (Se
Father Carriere feels.)

So far six pupils have registered but they expect 12 in
by the end of the week. Mr. Davey recommended that 15 be
the maximum.

The idea of the class appears sound but if we are able to

"upgrade™ the whole system, then this class would
automaticly disappear mext year.

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These children rightfully should be attending the Morson
Public School and there is no reason why Mr. | canvot send them
there. The bus transporting the treaty Indian students from Big Island
#93 to the Morson School is a ford station wagon. Under the arrangement
the bus leaves south of these two reserves and makes his first pickup
of 8 pupils on Big Island #93, then proceeds north picking up children
until he arrives at the school. From this point the bus travels
approximately 8 miles to retwn with the other children living north of
the school. With these two trips morning and night he does not have room
nor time to handle the four children.

Mr. Anderson, the local school inspector, is attempting to
have the [JJNBEEM children enrolled at the Bergland Public School with
the understanding that these children can ride omr bus with some reim-
bursement from Provincial funds. Under the circumstances we are not
crowded in the bus and we are quite sure that there will be sufficient
room to accommodate the four children.

I refer to your letter of November 4 and the attached
correspondence dealing with the religious status of the above-
mentioned school.

This school is at present listed as a non-denominational
school. The 1954 Census lists the Naicatchewenin Band as composed of
11 Roman Catholics and 75 of Aboriginal Belief, Until a revised Census
is available it would be advisable to leave unchanged the religious
status of this school.

I note that there is a majority of Roman Catholic pupils at
this school and that the teacher, Mr. Paul, who is of the Roman Catholie
faith is offering religious instruction to this group.

The answer to Mr, Cooper's query about closing the school on
Catholic holidays is, that the Catholic children may be granted a holi-
day on the Epiphany, the Ascension and All Saints and Conception Days
but the school will remain open on these days for the attendance of the
non-Catholic group.

To avoid the possibility of misunderstanding on the part of
non-Catholic parents you are requested to instruct Mr. Paul to offer
the religious instruction during the last half hour of the school day
and to dismiss the non-Catholic pupils before commencing the! religiou;,~¢W“mm
instruction.

In a letter received from Mr. W. J, Paul, teacher,
Northwest Bay Indian Day School, he reported that of the
nineteen children attending, fourteen were receiving Roman
Catholic religious instruction with the consent of the parents.
Two families presumably Pagan have refused to have their children
given religious instructions. These five pupils do supplementary
work during the half hour of religious instruction.

As the majority of the pupils are Roman Catholic, would
Mr. Paul be permitted to close the school on religious holidays
allowed for Roman Catholic Schools?

In so far as our records are concerned, the Northwest
Bay School was considered non-denominational at the time it was
first operated as the majority of the families were Pagan, how-
ever, there is a majority of the Roman Catholic faith at the
present time.

I have advised Mr. Paul that the minorify group may be
excused during the religious instruction period, should the
parents object to them remaining in the classroom.
