PRELIMINARY ACCOUNT OF THE GEOMOR?HOLDGY OF THE GATINEAU PARK

Jane T. Buckley

INTRODBUCTION

The major.form of the Gatineau Hills wére established as part
of the Laurentian Mountain Range during Precambrian times, Until about
450 million years ago erosion predominated, followed during the Ordo-
vician period by repeated subsidence and emergence. - The whole area then
underwent faulting and efosioﬁ cqntinued. A large downfaulted block in
the Ottawa valley is marKed on its ﬁorthern edge by the Eardley fault-
line scarp which, forming the natural southern boundary of the Park,
rises 800 feet above the 10wlaﬁd. Sheer cliffs are indicated oﬁ the map
by short lines with hachures.

Some features of the présent landspape result fromka long
series of events during glacial and post-glacial times each_of Which»
have left some modifications to the surface. The'Wiséénsin ice-cap,
which reached its maxiﬁgm about 18,000 years aéo, hotionly provided
a powerful agent of.erosion and'depositioh, but also had sﬁfficient
mass to cause minor movements of the earth!s crust, which were to have
far reaching affects on the evolution of the landscépé.

Climatic change resulted in meliing of the ice; From its
southern limit, some 400 miles south of the Ottawa afea, ﬁhe ice mass
wasted downwards and its margin retreated across eastern Canada in a
directién north to northeast. The ice deposited much loose material
(sand, gravel, boulders and silt) in‘a variety of landforms which now

provide evidence of the retreating ice margin. Loose material was
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deposited as terminal morainés; much was left as an extensive ground
moraine or till.. There_was_a large supply of melt-water from the ice,
which carried the glacial debris out from the ice margin: and deposited it
in glaciofluvial landforms. Much melt-water was ponded by the uneven
terrain and formed temporary glacial lakes in which fine silts were
deposited.

The St; Lawrence vailey is believed to have become ice-free
about 11,750+ years B.P. (beere preseht), at which time the sea was
ablé to enter the valley which lay below sea-~level and much of which

~was already inundated by'glacial lake waters. The resulting body of
saltiwater, called the Chaﬁplain Sea, is thought to.have extended at
least as far as Brockville in‘the St. Laﬁrence valley, and up the Ottawa
valley éé far as Petawawa. 'Tribﬁtaries to both the rivers would also
:have beén subjected to a periqd of time under salt water. However,

as the land rose relative to the sea-level - febounding as a result

- of-.the removallof the great iéé load and the elasticity of the earth's
crust - sé the waters éf the Champlain Sea becamé progressively shallower.
The inflowing waters from.the Ottawa, Rideau and Gatineau valleys
combined to produce at first brackish conditions, and later entirely
fresh water conditions. Gradually the rivers became .reduced in size
and, as the land éontinued to rise, they cut down through the fresh-
water and marine'deposits leaving wide, flat terraces above the level

of the modern rivers,

SCOPE OF THE PRESENT STUDY

The preliminary map of the geomorphology of the Park has been
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dréwn from field observations.made during 1967 and from air-photo
interpretation. The following description is based on the ggomorpholggical
divisions indicated on the map, and is intended to serve as an explan-
ation of the information cgntained therein. It is not possible atjthis
stage to present détailed information éoncefning volume, thickness and

size of materials; or to provide details of grqﬁﬁd water. Slope measure-
ments are limitgd, but where possible active and/or steep slopes are
indicateg. Throughout Phis»account reference is.made to the legendvof

the map.
THE GATINEAU PARK

The Park includes a variety of landforms whieh are described
below in a sequence corresponding- to the éeological chronélogy‘previously
outlined. The upland landforms have resulted from the passage of ice
alone over the pre-glacial landécape.‘ Ice marginal deposits are mapped
and described separately. The heit section deals with the influencéé
which the sea héd upon certain of the deposits., Following this *
reference is made to the landforms resulting from the period after the
diminishing water body of the Champlain Sea finally bécame entirely fresh
waterf The recent development o% the_landscape resulting from river
action and continual sub—aeriai weatheriﬁg is déscfibéd in’a separate
seétion. A‘section dealing with swamps is described separately since
these features are found throughout the entire afea and are therefore'
not unigque to anyone set of conditionsvof formation.

The final sectioq deals with man's effect on the landscape. -

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THE UPLANDS

Throughout the Gatineau the uplands form a distinct  topographic
unit, the outline of which to the observer is emphasized on the ground
by the small degree to which the hills have been used by man. The
surface is in most places far too steep forlany form.of agriculture
aﬁd would not support grazing animals, so the changes to the natural
scene are limited to a small amount of re;afforestation and to local
use aé a winter sports playground. Apaff from this little clearance
of the nétural woods has been done and the area remains densely wooded
with mixed forest.

The Gatineau Hills»lie within the Laprentian Plateau, (otherwise
called the Canadian Shield). The lapd’surfacé is rugged and consists
of numerous small_hills and ridges of various heights, however, the |
broad.picture is one of remarkably uniform relief that ié characteristic
of the platéau. The surface rises to 1361 feet above sea-level. The
underlying rocks are of Pre-Cambrian age dominéted by gneisses and
granitic rocks. Locally, small outcrops of Grenville crystalline lime-
stone occur and in some pléces water has erodéd the- joints and bedding
planes of the limestone giving rise to caves. Lusk Cave and Lafleche
Cavern are examples of caves formed in this way. Glacial melt-water -
apparently eroded channels in the rock surface. These can be seen as
either dry valleys or as valleys in which the étream appears too small .
to have eroded the feature. They are shown on the map with heavy arrows,

' The.hillslopes are covered with an'intermittent, thin compacted
mantle of boulders, gravel, sand and humus. The sand: and gravel;zéerivei

in part from the underlying gneiss and igneous rocks, but mainly from
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ground moraine and outwash of the ice-sheet. Thus much of the material
has the characteristics of a sandy till. Rockloutérops are abundant and
for this reason an attempt has been made to differentiate between areaé
covered only lightly by the loose material, and those where 'itc is deeper
and few rocks are exposed. |

The plateau is characterised by numerous small lakes formed in
the rocky ﬁollows. Around .the edges of the hills,. eﬁcessively steep,
and in placesrprecipitous, slopes result- in very rapid run-~off of
surface water. The streams.are sﬁall, fast-flowing and turbulent.

They eﬁcounter many falls in the steep, narrow valleys, of which the
Luskville Falls are characteristic, "

Beneath a few of the more precipitous slopes large accumﬁlations
of coarse, angular boulders are found in the fqrm of scree- or talus-—
slopes. They lie in fan shapes,_increasing in width downhill, and are
formed from loose rock which beéémes Aiéplaced from the outcrop above,
The process ofteh resuits from the freezing of water which seeps into
cracks in the rock, and the gradﬁal opening of the crack as if by a wedge.

SWAMPS

Swamps occur throughout the Park. Since they take many

different forms for many reasons too numerous to mention here, they

is Seen or known to be standing in close association with vegetation,

- A program of field work has been set up to accomplish
a park-wide preliminary reconnaissance of all accessible areas, This has the
object of locating, identifying and recording significant geomorphological features.

Thus far, eleven days of field work have been completed
with assistance from Miss Sally Blals of N,C.C. two days per week and from Miss

Sally Wykes of Geographlcal Branch one day per Week

Transport has been supplied by N, C.C. on all days except
one when the Geographical Branch provided a car., Field insfruments and equipment

- have been made available through the Central Equlpment Stores of the Department

The results to date indicate the whereabouts of three major
zones, one of glac1ated features, one of marine sediments and one of fresh water
sediments,
. Marine shells have been found in scattered localities througout
the Park and it is hoped to have 2 samples dated using radiocarbon techniques, From
this it may be possible to establish an older date than the existing known minimum for
the maximum marine inundation by the former Champlaln Sea, and we now suggest
11,800+ years BP as a probable age.

Nine soil samples are now with the Geomorphological
Laboratory of the Geographical Branch for mechanical analyses. '

2, I outlined the main objectives of the Long Range Development
Plan for Gatineau Park, mentioning the aspects of metropolitan
recreation, conservation and interpretation programmes. The
Quebec representatives were interested and pleased with the
notion of approaching the problem through measuring outdoor ‘ -
recreation demands in the National Capital Region. The study
to be undertaken by National Parks Service on this subject
was discussed, and it would seem that the Quebec Parks staff
would support the National Capital Commission in trying to
obtain a pilot study for the National Capital Region. Such
a study would be valuable for all concerned because it would
embrace the two main cultures and give a good indication to
National Parks Services of the kinds of results that couldbe
obtained, Mr, Lefebvre sits on the N.P.S., Committee which is
setting out the terms of reference for the nationwide study
on outdoor recreation demand. ' . |

2. The present studies by the N.C.C. were discussed - in particular,
the questionnaires on skiers. I agreed to send copies of the
questionnaires to Dr. Lemieux.  The Quebec Parks Services would
be very 1nterested in obtaining'the results of our surveys.

1. Present at this meeting were Dr. Louis Lemieux, Director
Parks Services; Robert Bourassa, Research and Programmation;
Michel Lefebvre, Parks Services; W. T. Perks, N.C.C.

2. - I outlined.the main objectiveés of the Long Range Development
Plan for Gatineau Park, mentioning the aspects of metropolitan
recreation, conservation and interpretation programmes. The
Quebec representatives were interested and pleased with the
notion of approaching the problem through measuring outdoor
recreation demands in the National Capital Region. The study
to be undertaken by National Piarks Service on this subject
was discussed, and it would seem that the Quebec Parks staff
would support the National Capital Commission in trying to
obtain a pilot study for the National Capital Region. Such
a study would be valuable for all concerned because it would
embrace the two main cultures and give a good indication to
National Parks Services of the kinds of results that couldbe
obtained. Mr, Lefebvre sits on the N.P.S. Committee which is
setting out. the terms of réference for the nationwide study.
on outdoor recreation demand.

2. The present studies by the N.C.C. were discussed - in particular,
the questionnaires on skiers. . I agreed to send copies of the
questionnaires to Dr. Lemieux. The Quebec Parks Services would
be very interested in obtaining’the results of our surveys.

: Apart'from the above-mentioned sources.of information, Quebec is

unable to provide much in the way of data or research studies into
travel habits and other recreational modes.. However, the Province
of Quebec has plans for recreational development whlch affect this
region. There is the Dollard Desormeaux Park which stretches along.
the Ottawa River:- and:there are_two,new. reserves' being put into
effect, one in Pontiac County, the other in Papineau County. The
latter reserve is 300 sq. -miles and covers Lake Echo. It will be
an important boating,, K beach and fishing centre. Its location is

just east of the Lievre River. 'It was agreed that the N.C.C. could

be furnished with the plans of these schemes as they are developed.
