And I congratulate our 

guide, and I want to thank those who have worked hard to make sure this 

important part of history is accessible and is available for people to 

understand the past so we can better understand the future. So Mister 
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President, thank you for having us.

STEPHEN HARPER (Prime Minister of Canada): Merci aussi, monsieur le 

président pour le bienvenue.
